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youngest son of the great zhupan Ne-
manja, Rastko, took monastic vows and
became the monk Sava.

With this (ascetic) endeavor, he
granted independence to the Serbian
Church and became its first archbishop.
He elevated the reputation of the Serbs
to a global level through the activities
of Serbian monks at their endowments
in the Holy Land. The Nemanjic family
gave 11 rulers to their country: Neman-
ja, Stefan the First Crown King, Rado-
slav, Vladislav, Stefan Urosh, Dragutin
King of Srem, Milutin, Vladislav King of
Srem, Stefan of Dechani, emperors Du-
shan the Great and Urosh the Weak. The
last branch of the Nemanyjic line tragical-
ly ended his life in 1371.

Within the changing borders of war-
fare, the Nemanjics ruled the countries
of Helm from the Adriatic Sea to the
Black Sea, and from the Alpine Mountain
Wrecks to the Mediterranean Sea. Behind
them they left memories od their ascetic
life, the story of the city of New Brdo,
which was five times bigger than London
of that time, rich in silver and gold mines;
and about royal castles and monasteries
that today represent world cultural her-
itage sites. They also left behind legacy
of their mighty, noble and respectable
women, the first Serbian schools, the
unique art of the Rashka epoch, modern
hospitals and glorious battles. About the
great victory over the mighty Persians
and the last Roman triumph in Constan-
tinople arranged by Serbs. The Nemanjic
dynasty is an inexhaustible force of the
Serbian people, and an example of the
organization of the great Russian medi-
eval empire and the independence of the
Russian Church.

The church was dedicated to Saint
Sava, the first Serbian archbishop. Lat-
er, churches were built in the glory of
God all over the USA. By 1919, over 30

churches were established in Pennsylva-
nia, Alaska, Illinois, Indiana, Michigan,
Kansas, Montana, Ohio and Canada.

The first Serbian orthodox monas-
tery in the USA was founded by Saint
Mardarije (Uskokovi¢) in 1923, which
became the administrative center of
the newly founded American-Canadian
diocese. In its beginnings, this sanctu-
ary also served as an orphanage, and
in all times was a place of church and
folk gatherings. The monastery of Saint
Sava has a famous cemetery, where dis-
tinguished figures from the church and
social milieu from all over the United
States are buried.

Mihajlo Pupin, an American-Serbian
inventor and scientist of world renown,
particularly stood out in building the
monastery. For Pupin, the personality
of Saint Sava was an inexhaustible in-
spiration in scientific creativity. Saint
Mardarije, the first American-Canadi-
an bishop, made the greatest sacrifice
in building spiritual unity among the
Serbian community in the USA. He
courageously fought against all divi-
sions, maintaining spiritual ties with
the mother Church in Serbia. The Saint
Sava monastery was built with great ef-
forts during the “great depression” that
occurred in the United States!

Holy Bishop Mardarije and Hiero-
monk Sebastian were officially added
into the calendar of the Serbian Ortho-
dox Church. Saint Mardarije’s relics were
found incorrupt in 2017 in the church of
Saint Sava monastery in Libertyville, IL.

Saint Sava was born in 1175 in Ras to parents Stefan Nemanja and Anna.

At a very young age, he was given the administration of the Zahumlje region (today’s
Herzegovina).

More interested in spiritual topics than worrying about earthly things, he left his
parents and went to Mount Athos. He received a monastic name Sava in the Russian
monastery of Saint Panteleimon.

When Sava’s father Stefan Nemanja left his state duties to his middle son Stefan, he himself
joined his son Sava on Mount Athos. Stefan Nemanja becomes monk Simeon.

In 1198, the two managed to get the abandoned Hilandar monastery as a gift from the
Roman Emperor Alexius, where they formed a monastic brotherhood.

After his father’s death in 1199, there was a big conflict between Vukan and Stefan over
the throne. Saint Sava decides to return to Serbia with the relics of Venerable Simeon. In
front of the body of Venerable Simeon, Saint Sava reconciles the quarreling brothers and
brings much-needed peace to the country.On September 14, 1219, Saint Sava established the
independence of the Serbian Church. He was ordained by the Patriarch of Constantinople as
«Archbishop of Serbian and coastal lands».

He withdrew from the archbishop’s throne in 1234. Returning from a pilgrimage from the
Holy Land in poor health, he passed away in Trnovo, Bulgaria on January 27, 1236.

The feast day of Saint Sava is solemnly commemorated on January 27 in the homeland

and abroad.
